Children who attend Diamond Hall are educated in a very

Our academic performance
is consistently good with children making good progress
regardless of their ability or background.

In our most recent Ofsted
inspection (2014) we were judged to
be ‘good’ in all areas with inspectors
commenting that our teaching is
good with an increasing proportion
outstanding.

The Academy at Shotton Hall,

has achieved great success for
their children by securing some
of the best outcomes in the
country including two consecutive

outstanding judgments from Ofsted.

Shotton Hall is also one of just 23
research schools chosen to pioneer
research in education across the
North East. In addition the Trust's
teacher training arm, Shotton

Hall SCITT, ensures the highest
standards of teaching are instilled
from the outset. This means that
Trust schools can access a steady
stream of consistently high quality
new teaching staff to meet their
workforce needs.

In 2019 Trust sponsored school,
Teesdale School and Sixth Form

in Barnard Castle, was awarded a
Grade 1 ‘outstanding’ judgement
from Ofsted in all areas just three
years after joining the Trust with

a Grade 3 ‘requires improvement’
rating. The Ofsted report specifically
highlights the hugely positive
impact that being part of the Trust
has had on the school and how the
intervention has led to its rapid
turnaround.
